First, students will not be able to communicate with their teachers
or classmates enough. There might be a hurdle for some students to
express their honest opinions because they feel pressure from seeing
every classmate’s face on the screen. Also, due to the sound or image
quality, sometimes they will not be able to perceive others’ feelings in
detail via the screen, which is necessary for smooth communication.
In addition, students will lack opportunities to talk frankly before or
after their classes because they connect only during the classes. In this
situation, students could have difficulties in forming relationships with
their classmates and teachers.
