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The American Flag

Each state has its own flag, but the American flag represents the
whole country. The thirteen red and white stripes, representing the
original thirteen colonies (the number of colonies in 1776), have

not changed during America’s history.

The number of the white stars on the blue background in the
upper left corner has changed during our history. There is one star
for each state. Until the 1950s there were 48 stars, but when Alaska
and Hawaii became states, that number increased to the current 50

stars.

The flag is often called “the stars and stripes” and “the red,

white, and blue.”

Benjamin Franklin was famous for many different achievements.
Franklin was a publisher, an inventor, scientist, entrepreneur,
politician, and the first Postmaster General of the United States.
He established the first public library in America, in a time when
books were expensive and not available to the public. He published
an annual almanac called Poor Richard’s Almanack and included
in it many sayings that are well known today such as: “Time is
money.” “Early to bed and early to rise, makes a man healthy,

wealthy, and wise.” “A penny saved is a penny earned.”

He was the oldest member of the Constitutional Convention
and was well respected. As an American diplomat, he served as
Ambassador to France, from 1776 to 1785.

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2 The New Deal

When Franklin Delano Roosevelt (FDR) became president in
1933, his “New Deal” policies helped to lift the United States out of
the Great Depression. The government created jobs for young men
to work on projects to improve national parks and stop soil erosion
in the nation’s forests and farmlands. The government also built
new roads, bridges, power plants, schools, hospitals, and airports.
It also created Social Security, a program that supported people
if they lost their jobs or if they were unable to work due to age or

illness.

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Balance of Powers

The founders of the country, who did not want to see power
gathered in one place—as it tended to be in Britain—devised
what is called the “balance of powers.” This system divided the
government into three elements, which are called the executive
branch, the legislative branch, and the judicial branch, therefore
dividing power and authority. This is a system of checks and
balances. It stops one branch of government from becoming too

powerful.

The executive branch is composed of the Presidency. This
means the U.S. President, the Vice President, and the Cabinet

officers.

The legislative branch is composed of a two-part Congress.

This means the U.S. Senate and the U.S. House of Representatives.

The judicial branch is composed of the federal courts and the

U.S. Supreme Court at the top.

The three branches of the government are located in Washington,
D.C.
